The consolidated state budget is prepared in
accordance with the rules of the consolidated
financial law issued by legislative decree No: 54
dated 2006, which defines the state budget as being
the basic annual plan for the execution of the
economic plan, in which the goals of this plan is
achieved and complied with its general and detailed

The State Budget compromises the following
estimates:

Expenditures and revenues of ministries and public
administrative bodies.

Surpluses of economic public bodies, administrative
local units and endowments directorates as per
defined and adopted in this law.

Loans.
The state budget expenditures is tabulated as
follows:

Functional Tabulation: it represents the
budget expenditures on the basis of the
Government functions.

Administrative Tabulation: It represents the
expenditures of each public body, in form that
each ministry has an independent department
and each public body subordinated to the
ministry has a special branch.

Qualitative Tabulation: It represents the
distribution of the expenditures of each public
body on the basis of expenditures nature, in
form that it represents its investment and
current expenditures, which is based on the
specification of independent chapter for each
kind of these expenditures and the distribution
of expenditures in details for each chapter into
defined terms, and each term into categories.
Regional Tabulation: it represents independently
the expenditures of central administration in the
government body, as well as the expenditures
of each governorate in syrian arab republic.

Economic Tabulation: it represents the economic
nature of expenditure, its application is decided
by a resolution of the minister of finance.

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Definition of Main Economic Terms:

Currency Issued: refers to the currency issued
by the Monetary Authorities, which consists of
the currecy outside the local Banks in addition
to the cash in vaults with the local banks.

Reserve Money (MO : It is composed of the
currency issued together with the deposits of
the local banks and the other sectors excluded
the central Government Deposits with the
Monetary Authorities. (MO) refers to the Money
in its board concept and it calls some times as
the monetary Base or the high powered Money,
(MO)is used as one of the most important
operational intermediate objectives of monetary
policy in managing Money supply (M2).(M0)
and its counterparts ' accounts are another
classification to display Consolidated Balance
Sheet of the Central Bank.

Money Supply (M1): It equals the sum of
currency outside the local banks and demand
deposits in SYP with the banking system
(excluding all Central government deposits)
This aggregate represents the money stock in
its narrow definitions.

Broad Money (M2): It calls sometimes Local
liquidity or the broad Money , It consists of
money supply (M1) plus quasi-money. On the
asset side, it equal net foreign assets plus net
domestic assets of the banking system.
