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CHAPTER EIGHT
TOURISM

This chapter contains the following statistics:
Inbound tourism:

A- It includes the arrivals ( Arabs and foreigners ),
Who entered the country sorted out by nationality.
The data of this chapter was obtained from the
current statistics of the Immigration and Passport
Directorate.

B- The hotel guests and the number of
nights which were spent at hotels for the Arab,
Syrian and foreigner tourists distributed by
nationality.
The data source was the current statistics which
was obtained from the Ministry of Tourism.
This chapter contained a set of time series for the
incoming visitors ,the guests and the nights which
were spent at hotels. However, it should be noticed
that data of 2014 has been obtained from the
hotel records.

The Syrian departures:
It contains all the Syrian departures of the country,
The data source was obtained from the Ministry of
Tourism.

The hotels:

It includes the number of the hotels in the country,
their distribution by the hotel rating , the number of
rooms and beds, and by by the governorates.

The data source was obtained from the Ministry of
Tourism.

Damascus international fair:

It contains data on the number of participating
countries (Arab and foreign) and the number of
visitors who had visited the fair for a number of
years till the year 2011. The data source was
obtained from the Damascus international fair
management.

Museums and antiquities:

It includes data on the visitors number of the
museums and antiquities sites . The data source
was obtained from the Directorate - General of
Antiquities and Museums.

Definitions:

- The incoming: Every person who enters the
country whether he stayed in or left in the same
day.

-The tourist: A travelling person to another place
other than his usual environment and out of his
country for a period not exceeding /12/
consecutive months, and whose main travelling
purpose is other than the exercise of a
remunerative activity from the intended country.

-The day tourist: Every incoming who entered the
country and spent there for less than /24/ hours.

- The non tourist: an incoming to the country whose
main purpose is a business or a stay in, and it
includes the transit and the diplomats.
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
